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TECHNICAL PANEL

· There shall be a Technical Panel, appointed by the Executive Committee.

· The Technical  Panel shall be responsible to the Board of SCM and shall consist of:

· Five/Seven appointed club members, all of whom shall be qualified officials (at least one being a nationally qualified Referee); and 

· The SNZ appointed Regional Examiner. 

· The Technical Officer on SCM Executive
· The Administrator shall call for nominations for membership of the Technical Panel annually.  

· The appointed Technical Panel will be announced at the Annual General 

    Meeting of SCM and will hold office for 12 months from the date of the AGM of       
SCM. 

· The responsibilities of the Technical Panel shall be: 



(a)
Appoint examiners to conduct all SCM Officials Examinations. 

(b)   Approve examiners at club level for Timekeepers only.
(c)   Approve all officials applying for National Examinations.



(d)
Discuss and arrange officials seminars/workshops where and when required. 



(e)
Appoint all Technical Officials for SCM controlled Swim meets. 



(f)
Determine fixtures at which SCM examinations and training will be conducted. 

(g)
Appoint, in conjunction with the Clubs, Referees/Officials for all Club   
meets conducted within SCM’s boundaries 

(h)
Maintain, in conjunction with SCM Administrator, a database of all SCM 
Officials, their qualifications and meets attended.

(i)
Evaluate all SCM meets.
(j)
Convey to all SCM Clubs, in a timely manner, technical information and 
directives from SNZ and SNZ Technical Advisory Committee.

(k)
Report to SCM Board through the SCM Technical Officer.
